The Champagne League is only open to first claim members of COH, BAC, EHH,WHL, HSH, WCTY and BRR 

Participating clubs will be expected to provide marshals when requested. Each club will be allocated a quota 

based on last year’s entries, as some courses cannot cope with larger entries 

(a) All races take place on TUESDAY at 7.15 PROMPT (except 1, 7 & 8) 

(b) *Races 7 & 8 have staggered starts. First runner off 7.00 p.m. Race 1 off 7.00pm to finish before dark  

(c) The Race Series ENTRY FEE of £20 must accompany the tear off slip below, which should be 

completed and returned to Chris Duffey not later than 23th March 2012. There is an entry limit of 

190 for safety reasons. 

(d) All competitors will be issued with ONE waterproof number which they must wear in every race in 

which they participate. 

(e) The Champagne League is a series of handicap races; the winner of each race (on handicap) and the 

fastest scratch time will receive a prize. At the end of the series, the competitor with the greatest 

number of points from any 8 races in the handicap section will be awarded the Champagne League 

Trophy plus a prize to the value of £50.00. The runner with the fastest aggregate time for all 10 races 

will receive a yellow jersey plus prize to the value of £50.00 

(f) Points will be awarded on the basis of 100 for the winner down to 60, with bonus points for those 

nearest to the handicapper’s forecast. Finishers in race 8 will receive 20 extra points 

(g) The first lady will receive the Peter Taylor Trophy (Based on ladies only points system) 

(h) There will be a HANDICAP TEAM RACE LEAGUE (Races 3-10). Teams of 3 (Any Club or Sex). 

Best 2 Scores to count.   Champagne League rules can be viewed on our website 

(i) At the first race please use the large car park at the rear of the Country Park Inn or park near 

the bridge. Do not use the smaller car parks at the front as these are for the Country Park Inn 

customers only, otherwise we could lose this facility.
